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Over 25 four-year colleges and universi-

ties in the St. Louis, MO-IL MSA enroll more 

than 115,000 students. Another 70,000 plus 

students attend the area’s more than 15 

two-year and community colleges. A 2008 

report ranking the top 50 U.S. metro areas, 

ranked the St. Louis, MO-IL MSA the 10th

for Bachelor’s and higher degrees awarded 

and 14th largest for full-time enrollment.1

Area schools are expanding both in terms 

of enrollments, as well as their regional cam-

pus locations. St. Louis Community College 

opened its new Wildwood campus in late 

2007, Vatterott Education Centers opened 

their new headquarters and campus in the 

NorthPark development, and several colleg-

es now have locations in downtown St. Louis.

This wealth of educational institutions 

has supported the region’s above average 

level of educational attainment, with 87.2% 

of adults over 25 having high school diplo-

mas and 28.1% having a bachelor’s degree 

or higher.2

  TOP SCHOOLS AND PROGRAMS

U.S. News & World Report’s “America’s 

Best Colleges 2008” named Greenville 

College in Bond County, Ill. as the 30th “Best 

Baccalaureate College” in the Midwest.3

 Maryville University was named the 28th

best university in the Midwest division of 

the 2009 U.S. News & World Report’s “Best 

Universities-Master’s” category. Webster 

University ranked 33rd on the same list, 

along with Southern Illinois University 

Edwardsville ranked at 43rd.4

 McKendree University ranked as the 

13th “Best Baccalaureate College” in the 

Midwest by U.S. News & World Report’s

“America’s Best Colleges 2009.” McKendree

was also the only baccalaureate college in 

the St. Louis MSA to be named as having 

the “Best Value” among Midwest baccalau-

reate colleges, ranking 9th.5

 Saint Louis University (SLU) was named 

80th in the “Best National Universities”

category by U.S. News & World Report for 

2009 and ranked among the top five U.S.

Catholic universities by the same publica-

tion in 2006.6

 Saint Louis University was the only 

school in Missouri to hold simultaneous 

top-tier national rankings for undergradu-

ate and MBA-level entrepreneurship pro-

grams in 20077. Fortune Small Business

named SLU in the top-25 entrepreneurship 

programs for undergraduates, while U.S.

News ranked the undergraduate program 

21st in the United States and the graduate 

entrepreneurship program 27th.

 Saint Louis University’s Health Law pro-

gram ranked 1st for the fifth consecutive 

year in the “America’s Best Graduate 

Schools” issue for 2009.8

 Two St. Louis business schools were 

ranked among the best in the nation by 

BusinessWeek’s “Best Undergrad Business 

Schools” list, published March 2008. 

Olin School of Business at Washington 

University took 15th, while the John Cook

School of Business at Saint Louis University

ranked 71st in the country. The Robert J. 

Trulaske Sr. College of Business at the 

University of Missouri (76th) was the only 

other undergraduate business school in 

Missouri to make the top 100.9

 The International Business Program at 

the University of Missouri-St. Louis ranked 

16th among the top 20 best undergraduate 

international business programs by U.S.

News & World Report’s “America’s Best 

Colleges” for 2009. This marks the sixth 

consecutive top 20 appearance for the 

university.10

Washington University in St. Louis is the 

third-best medical research school accord-

ing to U.S. News & World Report’s “America’s 

Best Graduate Schools” 2009. The medical 

school ranked among the top ten in spe-

cialty fields of occupational therapy (1), 

physical therapy (2), audiology (5), 

pediatrics (7), and internal medicine (8) 

according to the report. The George 

Warren Brown School of Social Work 

earned 1st in the nation for master’s social 

work programs.11

Washington University ranks 12th in the 

“Best National Universities” category in 

U.S. News & World Report “America’s Best 

Colleges” 2009, and the Olin School of 

Business ranks 12th in the “Best Business 

Programs” category in U.S. News & World 

Report “America’s Best College” 2008.12

  PUBLIC SCHOOLS

The St. Louis, MO-IL MSA includes 151 

different school districts comprised of 871 

public schools that are responsible for 

431,453 students. All districts are primar-

ily funded by local tax levies with varying 

assessment rates. Municipalities play a 

central role, with the local tax base of 

each school district funding new and 

existing educational programs and ser-

vices, as well as providing maintenance 

and upkeep to the facilities.

Many St. Louis area schools provide 

additional programs for gifted students 

and special programs for challenged stu-

dents. There are also many magnet and 

charter schools providing options for par-

ents of children seeking a non-traditional 

learning environment. 

  PRIVATE SCHOOLS

There are 370 private schools in the 

St. Louis, MO-IL MSA which are responsi-

ble for teaching 84,623 students. St. Louis’s 

private school network consists of many 

long-established independent schools, as 

well as many active parochial schools. 

The St. Louis region ranks nationally for 

having one of the largest percentages of 

enrollment in Catholic parochial schools, 

as measured by the number of registered 

Catholics in the St. Louis area.
